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RELEVANCE     OF     THE     SUBJECT,     DEPARTMENT  

The Department of Commerce was established in 1963 and it is running B.Com and M.Com 
degree courses. The branches that are taught in this are Accounting and Taxation, Business 
Administration both at PG and UG level. We follow the syllabus prescribed by the co-
ordination committee of the higher education department of M.P. at UG and PG level and also
follow the prescribed syllabus of Jiwaji University, Gwalior.

In 2002 the department started a self-financed course in computer at the UG level with the 
approval of the Higher Education Department of M.P. and the affiliation committee of the 
Jiwaji University, Gwalior. Since then the courses are running successfully with a large number 
of students getting enrolled in the syllabus prescribed by the Jiwaji University. The Department 
has a separate computer lab, wherein we have 13 computers and a Guest Faculty (Full Time) to 
teach students.

Since the college is situated in the outskirts of Morar, all the courses that are taught here are 
extremely beneficial to the students of the rural areas who come to study here. Our object behind 
the commencement of these courses is to promote and bring about awareness among the 
students, regarding the utility and benefit of computers, as in the present day it has got immense 
prospects and is also a Job Oriented Course.

Academic session 2009-10, the department of Higher Education M.P. has introduced semester 
system at the entry level i.e. B.Com and M.Com. This year students have got enrolled in the 
B.Com 1351 and M.Com 392. As per the prescribed unified syllabus the students are required to
appear in two Continuous Comprehensive Evaluation (CCE) and submit one project in B.Com
final year and M.Com final year.

The department has earned many allocations from different spheres, not only for its academic 
excellence but also for being the work place of many renowned
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Commerce teachers of M.P. some of the distinguished professors who have graced this department 
with their services.

NEP-2020 was introduced in our college from the month of July of session 2021-22, 
under which. Major, minor, elective, open elective computer, field
Projects, internship, vocational subjects like Taxation, GST, Tally, Digital Marketing are also
being run for which training is also conducted in the college by experts/ subject teachers.

Looking at the interest of the students of commerce and management, the department has plans 
to introduce job oriented courses such as BBA and BTM, Tally Accounting courses. As the 
department is closely associated with the activities of the tourism institution and computer cell 
of Jiwaji University teaching departments, we intend to invite the faculty from these bodies in 
order to keep the students abreast with the opportunities available in the field of self- 
employment.

The Department of Commerce is well associated with the academic activities of the Commerce 
and Management Department of Jiwaji University, Gwalior and the Indian Institute of Tourism 
and Travel Management (IITTM). In the last academic session the department had organized an 
extension lecture for the benefit of the students, wherein professionals like chartered 
accountants, company secretary and industrialist of Gwalior region had thrown light on the 
subject of job opportunities in various professional courses and also given their valuable advice 
to the students.
