Three Days Startup Bootcamp 
05th to 07th December 2022

Introduction

A Three Days Startup Bootcamp sponsored by Higher Education Department of Madhya
Pradesh Under World Bank Project Quality Education Activities, has been organized at Vijayaraje
Government Girls Post Graduate College, Morar, Gwalior, Madhya Pradesh  from 05th to 07th

December 2022.

More than 100 students of different streams participated in this Startup Bootcamp.

Objectives

1. To create awareness about The Startup concept amongst the students.
2. To enthuse students for Idea Generation for Startup unit.
3. To provide a hands on experience for preparing Business Modal Canvas.
4. To generate a platform for Idea Presentation infront of Experts.
5. To create an Opportunity where the students get the chance to interact with successful entrepreneur.

Proceedings

Inaugural session of the startup bootcamp started with lamp lightning and garlanding the Maa
Saraswati followed by Saraswati Vandana by students of the music department of college.

Smt. Durgesh Kuwar Singh Jatav (Minister of State Status, Madhya Pradesh) President Jila Panchayat, Gwalior 
graced the occasion as the Chief Guest. Principal of the college Dr. Sushila Mahor presided the Session. The Resource 
persons Mr. Akshat Agarwal, Technical Consultant, Virtual Labs, IIT Delhi and Mrs. Sharaddha Khare owner of a 
Successful Startup (Instant Rasoi) were present to mentor the technical sessions.
The Convener of the Programme Dr. Renu S Nair conducted the different sessions.

The First Technical Session was addressed by the Mr. Akshat Agarwal, Technical Consultant,
Virtual Labs, IIT Delhi. He explained the concept of Startup Bootcamp to the attendees and 
gave the detailed information about various Government Start up Schemes. The session was 
very interactive and live; students actively participated and asked their queries.

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In the Fourth Session students prepared their Ideas in the form of Power Point Presentations
including  the  key features  of  Business  Modal  Canvas  under  the  Mentorship  of  Mr.  Manan
Chandana,  Manager  GIncube,  Gwalior Smart City Incubation Center and Ms. Priyanshi
Mishra, Founder, Ontogenesis and Start Up Consultant.

On Third Day, the Fifth session the Students presented their Idea through PPT. The Five best
ideas were selected by Judges Panel

1. Preparing Cosmetic Products from flowers, milk and fruits which are being disposed from Temples.
2. Preparing Home Decor items from waste papers.
3. Making customized and Designer Jewelry from Resin polymer.
4. Making Healthy Biscuits from wheat flour without the use of baking soda (baby food).
5. Affiliate Marketing.
